Dear friends 
 

Is there such a thing as ‘good gossip?’ 
 

Maybe there is, if we consider the reaction to Jesus in 
this Sunday’s Gospel. The people were ‘astonished’ at 
Jesus, and his reputation grew, presumably by people 
talking about him. It is a reminder that our words are important- they can build up or tear down and 
do damage.  
 

Jesus taught ‘with authority’, and his teaching made a ‘deep impression’ on those who heard Him. 
Perhaps the Gospel can call us to consider how we use our words, especially about others and the 
power that our words have. 
 

This week we welcomed Kevin Stanley, who will be assisting us in the Mission in managing our proper-
ties and facilities. Kevin will also assist our Business Manager, Charlie Mellican. As you can appreciate, 
with a number of properties, churches and facilities, it is very helpful to have someone in this role as 
Facilities Manager. 
 

I’m sure we all realised that our schools have returned with the increased traffic around. It is great to 
welcome the students and staff back to our schools full time. This coming week we will be meeting 
with the staff from our six schools to plan the sacraments and liturgies for the coming year. We have 
some catching up to do with the sacraments we could not celebrate last year! Our Mission is blessed 
with six dedicated and professional principals and staff who do an outstanding job in education in 
faith. Please spare them a prayer for the coming year. 
 

Whilst life is slowly seemingly returning to some kind of ‘retrained normality’, we still need to abide by 
the Covid regulations in parish settings. This means that we need to register upon arrival at church; 
wearing masks inside are not mandatory but recommended if appropriate distancing cannot be main-
tained; congregational singing can recommence (recommended with masks and in soft voice); and Ho-
ly Communion to the Sick can re-commence depending upon the protocols of particular institutions 
and all hygiene requirements being observed.

150th Anniversary  

Of The Proclamation  

Of Saint Joseph  
 

As Patron Of The  

Universal Church 
 

The following is an extract from the Apostolic Letter PATRIS  
CORDE OF THE HOLY FATHER FRANCIS: 

“Saint Joseph is universally invoked as the “patron of a happy 
death”. 

Now, one hundred and fifty years after his proclamation as Patron 
of the Catholic Church by Blessed Pius IX (8 December 1870), I 
would like to share some personal reflections on this extraordi-
nary figure, so close to our own human experience. For, as Jesus 
says, “out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks” (Mt 
12:34). My desire to do so increased during these months of pan-
demic, when we experienced, amid the crisis, how “our lives are 
woven together and sustained by ordinary people, people often 
overlooked.  People who do not appear in newspaper and maga-
zine headlines, or on the latest television show, yet in these very 
days are surely shaping the decisive events of our history. Doctors, 
nurses, storekeepers and supermarket workers, cleaning person-
nel, caregivers, transport workers, men and women working to 
provide essential services and public safety, volunteers, priests, 
men and women religious, and so very many others...How many 
are praying, making sacrifices and interceding for the good of all”.   
Each of us can discover in Joseph– the man who goes unnoticed, a 
daily, discreet and hidden presence- an intercessor, a support and 
a guide in times of trouble.  Saint Joseph reminds us that those 
who appear hidden or in the shadows can play an incomparable 
role in the history of salvation. A word of recognition and of grati-
tude is due to them all.” 
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
